MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING SIGNED BETWEEN UNITELMASAPIENZA

With this agreement, the children of the employees of the multi-utility will have the 
chance to access the training courses offered by UnitelmaSapienza at a dedicated 
rate. Furthermore, the company and the university will develop synergies when 

organizing specific training programmes.
